Visitors should also be happy to know that their purchase also helps to support a non-profit organization, as well as the local artists.” 

Some of the artists now featured at the shop include Karen Ahn, K.K. Wong, Marc Josloff, Rehka Krishnamurthi, Traiko Truhlar and Irene Young.  Karen Ahn uses Korean knotting, also known as Maedeup, to create her pieces, and her collection includes jewelry, cell phone charms, bookmarks, and more. K.K. Wong creates prints of traditional Asian designs that are hot stamped with metallic inks. Marc Josloff offers digitally painted photos of China, including landscapes, and Rehka Krishnamurthi graphic designs beautiful t-shirts and silk scarves.  Traiko Truhlar creates silver jewelry, and Irene Young’s paper woven hearts are a special gift that can be used in many different ways.
