LUNAR NEW YEAR CELEBRATION

Flushing, NY – As part of their extensive Lunar New Year programming slate, Flushing Town Hall is proud to welcome the South Korean music and dance troupe Noreum Machi on January 30, 2010 at 2:30 p.m. This performance at Flushing Town Hall is Noreum Machi’s first stop on their U.S. tour.
Acrobatic dances, clashing cymbals, ancient shamanic chants and electrifying percussion dialogues all describe Noreum Machi, a captivating group that performs traditional yet contemporary Korean percussion music known as Samul-Nori. Samul-Nori is a modern staged adaptation of a ritualistic celebratory event performed by rice farmers and professional musicians at harvest festivals. Audiences will be immersed in Korean culture with the stunning combination of traditional dance and movement, rhythm and sounds, and elaborate costumes. 

Noreum Machi employs several core instruments: the jaggo, an hourglass-shaped, double-headed drum used in all forms of Korean music; the buk, a double-headed barrel drum; and the kkwaenggwari, a small gong originally used in royal ancestral shrine music. Noreum Machi is steeped in tradition, but it also reaches out to embrace outside influences and improvisation is a key element in their performances.

Tickets are $12, $10 for members & students with I.D., and $8 for children and $6 for member children. This performance is recommended for ages 6 and up. There will be an opportunity for the audience members to meet the artists following the performance.
