Along the way, he must climb a spider’s thread, cross the dormitory of dreams, and dive to the ocean’s depths. This exquisite production features gentle charm, visual beauty and a marvelous array of characters he meets along the way. The Star Keeper has lit up the eyes of thousands of viewers, from America to Asia. 

For 35 years, promoting the art of puppetry has been Theatre de l’Oeil’s mission. The 
company’s objectives are to seek contact with young spectators through passion and intelligence, to propose and instill the appreciation of a variety of worlds by relying on 
the force of theatrical images, and to tell stories which find resonance in the imagination of children, making them laugh, dream and reflect. The Star Keeper premiered in 1997 
and has been a huge success, having been performed more than 600 times in Europe, Asia and North America, winning numerous awards in Quebec, Canada and the United States. With 35 touring seasons and more than 4500 performances in Quebec, Canada and abroad, Theatre de l’Oeil has reached more than a million spectators in a dozen countries. 

Prior to the 2 pm performance, an Interactive Arts Workshop called “Build Your Own Earth Keeper” will take place from 12 pm to 1:45 pm. The Star Keeper powerfully reminds us of the lengths we should go to take good care of our planet.  Participants are invited to celebrate the themes of Earth Day under the trees in the Flushing Town Hall courtyard and create their own Earth Keeper puppet from beautiful re-used arts materials. This program is supported by funds provided by New York State Assemblywoman Ellen Young. 

Tickets for the 2 pm performance are $12, $10 for members, $8 for children, and $6 for the children of members. Children under 3 may sit on a parent’s lap and are free. Tickets to the Interactive Arts Workshop at 12 pm are FREE.
