Exhibition: Little Windows into China: Essential Impressions, an exhibit of photos and paintings by Marc Josloff

In March of 2007, insightful painter and photographer Marc Josloff set out to cultivate a new way to present the world around him through photographs. He calls them “Photo-paintings.” Little Windows Into China: Essential Impressions will provide visitors with glances and impressions through small windows of space and time by a non-Asian, Long Island raised artist with no Chinese educational background, but with a curiosity to absorb as much as possible in a short time frame within a single region of a fascinating and vast country. His challenge was to find what understanding could be gleaned through several hundred contemplative blinks of a camera and later through fleeting wet brushstrokes on paper in a constricted 2-week period. Each of these photographs is executed in a process developed by the artist, providing a uniquely unmistakable atmospheric surface that speaks the language of the entire series. The photographic series Little Windows into China is accompanied by a selection of watercolor paintings by the artist that continue the vision, but on a larger physical scale.
