Flushing, NY – As part of their ongoing family theater series, Flushing Town Hall is presenting The Cashore Marionettes: Simple Gifts on Sunday, March 15, 2009 at 1 pm. 

Flushing Town Hall is committed to presenting exceptional programming for local families – right at their doorstep – for low or no cost at all.

The Cashore Marionettes: Simple Gifts is an internationally acclaimed, award-winning puppetry performance. The show features a series of touching portrayals and poignant scenes from everyday life set to stunning music by Vivaldi, Strauss, Beethoven and Copland. The Cashore Marionettes redefine the art of puppetry through exceptional artistry, grace and refinement of movement. A performance by The Cashore Marionettes is a celebration of life, and is appropriate for ages 7 to adult. 
Award winning visual artist and puppeteer Joseph Cashore graduated with a Bachelors of Fine Arts degree from the University of Notre Dame in 1971. He studied portrait and figure painting at the Pennsylvania Academy of Fine Arts. Among his grants and awards are a Pew Fellowship for Performance Art based upon his artistic accomplishment, a Henson Foundation Grant to promote puppetry to adult audiences, and a Citation of Excellence awarded by UNIMA, the oldest international theater organization in the world. Joseph Cashore has been designing and performing his remarkable marionettes for over 30 years.

An interactive workshop with Joseph Cashore will take place at 2 pm on March 15, immediately following the 1 pm performance. Joseph will reveal the intricacies of his marionettes, and will share the challenges of constructing each character and the mechanics behind how they come alive. 

Tickets for the 1 pm performance are $12, $10 for members, $8 for children, and $6 for the children of members. Tickets to the interactive workshop at 2 pm following the performance are $4 for adults, $2 for children, and free for members who purchased tickets to the 1 pm performance.
