Composer, violinist and erhu player Meg Okura, a Juilliard trained classical violinist, is one of the leading voices in today’s “World-Chamber Jazz” scene, which blends classical, jazz and world music. She has been hailed by The New York Times as a "vibrant" and "sophisticated,” violinist and music director.  She has performed extensively with Cirque du Soleil and with some of the biggest names in music, including David Bowie, Kanye West and Quincy Jones. 

A native of Tokyo, Okura moved to the U.S. as a teenager, making her solo debut with the late Alexander Schneider’s New York String Orchestra at the Kennedy Center.  Okura has received over a dozen grants and awards both as a composer and violinist, and her credits appear on over fifty recordings.  She has been heard all over the world on TV, at festivals, and major concert halls and arenas that include Carnegie Hall, Barbican Hall, Kennedy Centre, Hollywood Bowl, MGM Grand Garden Arena, and Madison Square Garden.
